Dear Reps. Schneider, Bacon, Valadao, and Garcia:  

The 49 undersigned organiza�ons commend you for introducing the Conrad State 30 and Physician 
Access Reauthorization Act (H.R. 4942). 

Regardless of geographic loca�on, all pa�ents deserve access to quality healthcare. Yet, the stark reality 
is that our country is facing a severe shortage of physicians in an expansive number of special�es.  This 
lack of physicians is especially acute in rural and underserved communi�es. Thankfully, for nearly three 
decades the Conrad 30 waiver program has helped Americans in rural and underserved areas receive 
medical care from more than 15,000 high-quality interna�onal medical graduate (IMG) physicians in 
their local communi�es. A key part of the success of the current program is its flexible design that allows 
each state to customize the 30-waiver alloca�on to address its unique needs. 

Con�nua�on of this program is especially cri�cal for special�es that train a high number of IMGs who 
come to the United States on J-1 visas to complete their residency. Without a Conrad 30 waiver, these 
visas require this category of IMGs to return to their country of origin for at least two years before 
applying for another visa or green card.  The unfortunate byproduct of this restric�on is an immediate 
prohibi�on on domes�cally trained IMGs prac�cing in our country that, in turn, jeopardizes their ability 
to ever prac�ce in the United States. IMGs, however, play a vital role in providing greater access to 
health care for millions of pa�ents, par�cularly in historically underserved communi�es who have also 
been hit hard by the recent global health care crisis. 

Consequently, we strongly support that the Conrad State 30 and Physician Access Reauthoriza�on Act 
would reauthorize this crucial program for three years, make several targeted policy improvements, and 
permit the gradual expansion of the number of waivers granted to each state. While this program was 
expanded from 20 to 30 slots once before, the number of waivers allocated to each state has remained 
stagnant for the last two decades, despite our health care workforce shortage becoming more severe.  

Reauthorizing and strengthening this program is one of many policy solu�ons to curtail the ongoing 
medical provider workforce challenges across the country and we look forward to working with you to 
see this important legisla�on enacted.
